Individual School Goals

Below are just a few examples of the goals we have worked towards with other schools.

Social Interaction

· Children may be asked up to help the performers during the show. This can be spontaneous, or some children can work on their “parts” in advance. This has worked especially well with children with special needs. These students don’t often have the chance to shine in front of their classmates. With advance instructions, they can work on a song with their music or special education teacher and be a star of the show! 

· For some schools, having a live performance is an opportunity in itself to work with children on appropriate behavior for audience members. The performers will also help guide children how to interact and engage successfully.

Creative Writing

· Students are provided with lyric sheets from one of the songs off of the CD. Blanks are left in the lyrics, and students are asked to fill in the lyrics using their own stories or ideas. These lyrics can be submitted to the performers in advance, and a few of the stories will be chosen to be performed during the show!

· Students are asked to write a description or review of the performance. They may write free-style, or using a template if there are specific things you would like them to focus on during the performance. 

Reading/listening Comprehension
· After listening to the songs (and/or reading the lyric sheets), students are asked to answer questions about the material in writing or orally. (Sample questions and lyric sheets are included). Questions focus on comprehension as well as self-awareness and expression.
Music

· Students practice or one more of the songs that will be included in the performance in advance. Small groups may be asked up to sing/play with the performers, or the entire audience may be ready to sing along!
· Music teachers can work with their class to learn basic rhythms to accompany songs during the performance (rhythm sticks, clapping, stomping, or even singing a harmony).
